Design from Photos to Imagination
In this class Vicki will show how she uses multiple photos to design a bold, graphic landscape. She will demonstrate simplifying the images using a tracing technique with clear sheet protectors or tracing paper as well as the drawing app Procreate on the iPad.
Then you will design your own pattern from your own photos. The finished pattern will be enlarged and traced on Floriani Stitch and Wash Fusible stabilizer.  (Available from Vicki)
There will be a discussion about value and fabric selection.
You will construct a simple rock pattern to learn both the Turned Edge Machine Piecing and the Fussy Piecing for the sky.  Then you will start on your own pattern. This is not applique, rather the pieces are sewn to each other, and the stabilizer stays in the finished piece.
On the final day Vicki will discuss and demonstrate different ways to print, stencil, or applique lettering onto quilts.

Design wall or Foam core design board 20 x 30 and straight pins
Light box- this one is great value.

Sewing machine that does zigzag stitch with an open toe foot.  A vertical free standing thread stand is helpful with the invisible thread. (if you want to bring a Featherweight you can do the zig zag stitching when you get home)
Small machine needles Microtex sharp 60/8  or 70/10 recommended for invisible zigzag, and average piecing needle. Also an open toe foot is very helpful as well as an extra table light.
Seam ripper and pins.

Piecing thread
Invisible clear thread – polyester –NOT nylon (Superior Monopoly or Sulky Poly) Both available on Amazon  
To achieve a bold poster style solids or gradation solids are best. Various fabrics for your chosen landscape – lights mediums and darks.    About 1 yard of gradation blue fabric for the sky.  (Or 4 different values of blue solids)
Fabrics for the small mini rock quilt. They can be wild colors if you want.
Floriani Stitch N Wash fusible tearaway stabilizer – available for purchase from the teacher. ($4.00/yard) Or you can order an entire roll here. *FSWF2010 Floriani Stitch N Wash Fusible 20x10yds - 844050028221
My blue ombre fabric is available on Spoonflower.
